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  After months of trying to get 
everything running with reams of 
visits at the local authorities – 
including calling on our federal 
goverment. We finally obtained 
permission to hold the match, despite 
“noise pollution”, just a few days 
before we were to start our 
tournament. 
  On Saturday, May 15 at highnoon, 
with a dozen competitors, we started 
the first pattern in a newly rebuild 
arena. Roger Rahn, host and president 
of CMSA-Germany, added about 30 
feet more length to it, just for cowboy 
mounted shooting. Because of the 
rain that came down the whole nigt 
before, the arena was muddy, but not 
slippery. So our balloon-setters had a 
hard job (thank you all so much 
guys).  
In the evening we had a fun 
competition: “The Super-Ranch-
Trail”, where teams of three riders 
each had to go through a course of 
special tasks like roping, reining, 
pulling a slide and much more. The
